Trace-in Herd Tuherculosis Testing Process

All animals in the trace-in herd

must be quarantined. After 72 hours, the

cattle must be

re-assembled in order
to read the skin test. If
the skin test is negative

no further testing is

required.

A supplemental test
(usually a blood test) is
done on any reactors.

Tuberculin is injected into
the animal’s skin.

An inspector
performs
diagnostic

screening tests.

A blood
sample
is drawn.
